Infection Control, Hand Hygiene, Blood borne Pathogens, TB, MRSA, C-diff, CDC Guidelines HIPAA Compliance Fire & Safety, Hazardous Communication, Electrical Safety, Crime Stoppers, Ergonomics.

12.	3.31.7 - It is assumed that NSVH pays for repairs on NSVH equipment.

NSVH pays for repairs on NSVH equipment, unless the repairs were the result of damage caused by the contracted vendor; at that point the costs of repairs, parts, tools and labor are the responsibility of the contracted vendor and must be reimbursed to NSVH.
