The beads shall be segregated into maximum lots of 20,000 Kg (44,000 lb).  The manufacturer shall test each lot for compliance to the specification requirements listed in Table II, entitled ‘Test Methods”.  Lot analysis shall be retained for at least two (2) years.

Appearance:  

When tested as specified in Paragraph 4.3, the glass spheres shall be colorless; clean; transparent; free from milkiness or excessive air bubbles; and essentially clean from surface scarring or scratching.

Health and Environmental:

Provide certified independent laboratory test results verifying the glass used for traffic beads do not contain heavy metals in excess of two hundred parts per million (200 ppm) of Arsenic (As) or Lead (Pb), determined in accordance with Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) Test Methods 3052, 6010B, or 6010C.
Provide certified laboratory test results for every fifty thousand pounds (50,000 lbs.) of glass beads or portion thereof.

Provide a unique numbering system to identify each batch of beads and related test results. Submit test results with each load of glass beads delivered to Nevada Department of Transportation (NDOT) District locations.

Delivery:

All deliveries shall be on a solidly constructed 42-inch x 42-inch Winged Pallet able to withstand the load. Load packaging (see below) shall be centered upon pallet.  All deliveries shall be by flatbed truck only.
3.14 
Glass Bead Packaging:
When product delivery requirements call for “supersacks”, delivery shall be in 38-inch x 38-inch bag constructed of 220 GSM coated polypropylene, UV treated fabric with internal baffles of 220 GSM coated fabric. Each bag shall be equipped with 4/2-inch x 10-inch polypropylene lifting loops, one at each corner with loops sewn from top to bottom of main seam. All seams shall be perimeter banded and sift-proofed with 2-sided filler cord. Inlet spout shall be 20-inch diameter with web tie. Outlet spout shall be 10-inch diameter, iris style outer closure with web tie.

 Methods of Sampling and Testing:

      4.1 
Sample Collection Procedures

NEVADA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION (“The Department”) shall randomly sample each lot of beads upon delivery.  One 3-lb sample per lot shall be taken and delivered to the Progress Laboratory in
the District or to the Headquarters Laboratory in Carson City, Nevada for testing.  The beads shall not be used until tested.  Any lot that fails any of the testing procedures will be returned to the
 Manufacturer at no cost to “The Department.”  “The Department” reserves the right to have an inspector present to observe the manufacturing process. “The Department” reserves the right to require manufacturer’s reports of batches delivered to field locations.

      4.2 
Test Methods: 

            
Samples shall be tested as specified in Table II, entitled “Test Methods.”   Unless otherwise specified, tests shall be performed at standard conditions, which are twenty-five degrees with two degrees Centigrade tolerance (25°C ± 2°C)  (seventy-seven degrees Fahrenheit with nine degrees Fahrenheit tolerance (77°F ± 9°F) and fifty percent Relative Humidity with five percent tolerance (50% ± 5% Relative Humidity). Test results shall be evaluated for conformance to specification requirements. Traffic Beads represented by the sample shall be unacceptable if any test result does not conform to the corresponding requirement in Section 3.

 Pour some of the sample remaining after splitting for Sieve Analysis – Gradation (Paragraph 4.10) on a strip of transparent tape.  Place the bead-laden tape under a Microfiche Reader.  Count the number of
Traffic Beads in ten (10) fractions for a total of one hundred (100) beads counted.  Count the number of traffic beads in each 10-bead fraction that failed to meet specification requirements for roundness; color; transparency; that are milky; contain excessive air bubbles; surface scarring or scratching; and angular particles. Subtract the traffic beads which failed to meet specification   requirements from the total traffic beads counted. The traffic beads shall be tested for embedment coating by any approved method using Dansyl Chloride.

Specific Gravity:

Dry one hundred grams (100.000 g) of traffic beads in an oven at one hundred five degrees Centigrade with two degrees Centigrade tolerance (105°C ± 2°C) (two hundred twenty-one degrees Fahrenheit with seven degrees Fahrenheit tolerance (221°F ± 7°F)). Cool the sample in a dessicator.  Reheat the sample for one Hour (1 Hr.) in the oven, cool in a desiccator and reweigh. Repeat the heating and cooling of the sample until constant weight
is achieved.  Constant weight is achieved when the difference of two (2) successive weightings differ by less than 10 milligrams (10 mg (0.010 g)).  Weigh a sixty-gram (60.000-g) test sample
from the original one hundred-gram (100-g) sample cooled to constant weight in a desiccator.  Slowly pour the test sample into a one hundred-milliliter (100-mL) graduated cylinder containing fifty milliliters (50 mL) of reagent-grade Xylene.  Make certain that air is not entrapped among the beads.

The moisture content shall not exceed one one-hundredth (0.01) percent when tested at one hundred five degrees Centigrade (105°C) (two hundred twenty-one degrees Fahrenheit (221°F)) for 3 hours.

Moisture Resistance:

Test for moisture resistance by placing 900 g (2 lb.) of beads in reserved in an unbleached, washed cotton bag approximately 260 mm by 430 mm (10" by 17") (thread count 48 by 48, per 25 mm( 2” by 2", per 1"). Then immerse the sample in distilled water at room temperature ((21°-22°C) (70°-72°F)) for 30 seconds or until the spheres are completely covered.  Then remove the sample and remove excess water by twisting the neck of the bag.  After 2 hours, with the bag suspended at room temperature,  thoroughly mix the sample and transfer it to a clean, dry funnel (150 mm top diameter), 120 mm depth  to 10 mm  stem inside diameter).  The entire sample shall flow through the funnel with light tapping of the stem permissible only to initiate flow.

Packaging will not be accepted that leads to spillage or aeration of the beads during transfer process. The State of Nevada, Division of Purchasing reserves the right to reject any or all proposals, or to accept the proposal or combination of proposals deemed to be in the best interest of the State of Nevada.

Contract may be cancelled for cause by fifteen (15) days written notice by either party to the other. Cause    shall be defined as change in manufacturer’s price to the general public, increase in freight rates, poor delivery, etc.

Traffic Beads shall be delivered within 30 days of placement of order.  A liquidated damage charge of one cent ($.01) per day, per lb. for each day beyond the 30 day delivery deadline will either be reflected on the invoice by the vendor as a credit line item, OR deducted from the invoice upon payment by the using agency. Quantity and order date will be confirmed by E-mail from NDOT to the vendor. Vendor must confirm delivery date by return E-mail.  Failure to comply with this stipulation and failure to complete delivery of beads because of assessed liquidated damages will be cause for immediate termination of this contract. (This stipulation supersedes Additional Requirement 5) above).

7)
 Price increases WILL NOT be honored during the term of the contract.  Any vendor awarded a contract as a result of this bid who feels, because of price increases from their supplier, they cannot honor a price, must notify State Purchasing in writing, requesting their contract be cancelled.  The State of Nevada will then obtain the product from the next lowest bidder.


8)
Due to the current economic climate and budget constraints the State of Nevada does not anticipate extending this contract beyond the first year but chooses to include language that addresses the “possibility” of extension should it be deemed to be in the best interest of the State.  Should the State decide to exercise the option of extension, a written request will be provided to awarded vendor(s) during the 11th month of the contract. Price adjustments may be allowed after the first year of the contract period either increasing or decreasing the unit price by the same amount as received by the contractor from his refinery or supplier and must be accompanied by a copy of substantial documentation indicating that the change is based on general industry changes.  Should the State of Nevada decide not to accept proposed increases, the contract will be re-solicited.

If the commodity is being shipped by common carrier, automobile liability will not be required. Vendor shall furnish the State with certificates of insurance (ACORD form or equivalent approved by the State) as required.  The certificates for each insurance policy are to be signed by a person authorized by that insurer to bind coverage on its behalf.
