Prices bid shall be maximum and the State of Nevada shall be protected against any increase in price during the contract period.  However, should there be a reduction in the price or prices during the period of the contract, it is agreed that the State of Nevada shall receive any price decrease which may occur during the contract period.  In the event of any price reductions, the vendor shall advise the State of Nevada, Purchasing Division in writing.  If during the contract period the vendor establishes a lower price to any political subdivision or single state, it is agreed that price is to be given to the State of Nevada.  

3.31     The products listed on this bid will be ordered throughout the term of this contract on an “as needed” basis by Forestry.

Shipping charges may be added to seed orders less than 500 PLS pounds, and any orders over 500 PLS pounds will be shipped FOB Destination.  

3.32
Price increases WILL NOT be honored during the first two (2) years of the contract.  Any vendor awarded a contract as a result of this bid, who feels a price increases from their supplier, that they cannot honor a price, must notify the State of Nevada, Purchasing Division in writing, requesting their contract be cancelled.  The State of Nevada will then obtain the product from the next lowest, responsible vendor.  

3.33    Prices bid shall be firm for an initial contract period of two (2) years.  At the end of the initial contract period and each contract extension period thereafter, if it is deemed necessary by the contractor, contractor may submit a request to increase prices by an amount not to exceed the increase in the Consumer Price Index (CPI)) as published by the U.S. Department of Labor, Bureau of Labor Statistics, Pacific Cities, West, “C” for the previous calendar year.  For the purpose of extending the contract from year to year, extensions will be allowable if any price increase requests do not exceed the CPI for the previous calendar year, and such extension is agreed to by the contractor and in the best interest of the State of Nevada.

3.36     The Nevada Division of Forestry Seed Bank, pursuant to NRS 528.057(2) (a) the seed shall be approved by the State Forester Fire Warden.

The Nevada Division of Forestry Seed Bank will be responsible for the purchasing of all Certified Pure Live Seed, for the State of Nevada.  For purchases over $5,000.00, the using agency will submit any seed order to the Division of Forestry Seed Bank, who will direct their request through Nevada State Purchasing on their behalf.

Awarded vendor(s) shall be solely responsible for complying with all laws, including but not limited to, codes, statutes, regulations and ordinances of the City, County, State and Federal Governments.

Vendor certifies by signature on this bid that neither it nor its principals is presently debarred, suspended, proposed for debarment, declared ineligible or voluntarily excluded from participation in any Federal department or agency sponsored program.

Seed and bagging shall conform to ALL State and Federal Standards and Laws.

Seed purchased as “Certified” shall conform to all requirements and standards for Certified Seed of the state in which the seed was bagged and tagged.  Seed shall be certified only by the legally authorized seed certifying agency in each state (i.e. Crop Improvement Association).  Each bag of seed shall bear the official tag attached in the approved manner under the supervision of the certifying agency.  The date of the latest certified germination tests with the results shall be included on the analysis tag of each bag.  Germination tests shall be no more than six months old at date of delivery.  All costs of seed certification shall be included in the bidder’s unit price.  Classes of certified seed which will be recognized under the contract are as follows:

3.43.1 Certified seed of a plant species for which there are released varieties would be normally supplied as Certified Class (blue tag).  Foundation Class (white tag) and Registered Class (purple tag) are also acceptable as Certified Class.

3.43.2  Seed of a plant species requested as Source Identified Class (yellow tag) shall be verified by the certifying agency as to the state, county and elevation from which the seed lot was collected.

3.44  Germination for all Sagebrush and Prostate Forage Kochia seed may be determined from tetrazolium (TZ) tests.  If the State of Nevada has an immediate need for other species or varieties of seed, TZ tests may be submitted for full germination tests if it is mutually agreed between the awarded vendor and the State of Nevada.

3.45
Moisture content of Prostate Forage Kochia seed shall be less than 9% by weight.  Moisture content of all other seed shall be less than 11% by weight.

3.46
Awns shall be completely removed and cleaned from Bluebunch Wheatgrass seed.

3.47
Seed varieties which have plant variety protection (PVP) shall be tagged with official tags from the company which owns the rights to the variety showing authorization for the use of the plant materials.

3.48
The awarded vendor(s) shall comply with the Seed Dealers Licensing requirements of the Pure Seed Law for the State of Idaho.

3.49
All seed shall be delivered in 50 lb. bags. Seed bags shall be sound, clean and made from standard poly, cotton or woven sacks of similar strength and characteristics.  Burlap bags will NOT be accepted.  Paper bags will only be accepted when containing proprietary varieties of seed that are required to be bagged in paper bags with special markings.  

3.50    A label must be attached to each bag of all seed stating the name and address of the shipper, the weight, kind, variety, purity, germination source or origin of the seed, lot number and purchase order or contract number and name and amounts of restricted weed seed therein.

Tags for Fourwing Saltbrush, Serviceberry, Wyoming Big Sagebrush, Basin Big Sagebrush, Mountain Bid Sagebrush and White Stem Rabbitbrush seed shall include the state, county and elevation of the origin of the seed.

Certified seed shall have the required certified tags also attached.

Seed of private varieties shall be marked as required by the owner of the variety.

The seed mixes shall be labeled showing the actual date of collection for Forage Kochia,    Wyoming Big Sagebrush, and White Stem Rubber Rabbitbrush in the current year.

The cost of bags, labeling, inspections and certifications (if required) shall be included in the price of the bid.  

3.52
The weight of the bags shall not be included in the stated weight of the seed delivered.

3.53
The State of Nevada may elect to accept certified seed without testing when it is advantageous for the State to do so.  The State of Nevada will comply with all noxious weed laws for the states of Idaho, Oregon, Utah and Nevada.  Initial inspection and acceptance of all seed delivered hereunder shall be made at the point of destination.  Certified seed that fails germination or purity tests will be subject to the procedures for resetting, rejecting, replacement, etc.  

3.54
Final acceptance of all seed to be delivered under this contract shall be the responsibility of the using agency.  Quality of the deliverables is subject to verification by the State’s designee, with final payment to be withheld pending completion of any necessary rework by the awarded vendor.

3.55
The seed delivered under the contract shall be subject to such inspection and tests as may be determined by the State’s designee to be necessary to ascertain conformance with the specifications stated herein.  Acceptance of, or the waiving of the inspections and tests of any seed will in no way relieve the awarded vendor of the responsibility for furnishing seed meeting the requirements of the contract.

3.56
It is understood and agreed that the seed furnished will be tested by an AOSA Certified laboratory for purity and germination.  Initial tests will be done by an AOSA Certified Laboratory. Subsequent tests may also be done at any of these AOSA Certified Laboratories.  Samples will be drawn from each lot of seed delivered in accordance with the methods prescribed in the Journal of Seed Technology; Rules for Testing Seeds, Association of Official Seed Analysis (AOSA) and each lot will be tested separately.  In lieu of the State drawing samples of seed delivered, the awarded vendor(s) may furnish at the delivery point(s) sealed certified samples taken by a bonded, professional seed sampler; county agent; or by a State of Nevada approved seed sampler.  In the latter case, approval of the individual seed sampler must be obtained in advance from the State’s designee by the awarded vendor(s).  In submitting such samples, the awarded vendor(s)’ sampler must draw seed as prescribed by the AOSA and submit a certification to this effect with each sample.  Enough samples, fully representative of each lot of seed furnished must be supplied to provide enough seed for retesting should this be necessary.  Where more than one lot of seed is furnished under a single bid item, payments will be made on the basis of the test results on each individual lot of seed, making up the total quantity under such bid item.  Seed from individual lots not meeting the minimum requirements set forth in this document will be subject to deductions or rejections, as provided herein.
3.57
Standard germination tests will be requested by the State of Nevada at authorized seed laboratories to determine the percentage of germination of the seed furnished.  However, for those seeds where fir or hard seed is common, including but not limited to tree and brush seeds, or if time will not permit the use of standard testing procedures, the use of tetrazolium test will be permitted and the results thereof will be considered as the official seed test results for the seed tested.  Bid items for which the tetrazolium test will be accepted will be mutually agreed upon between the awarded vendor(s) and the State’s designee.

3.58
If the awarded vendor(s) deliver seed which falls below the minimum %PLS offered, as determined by the State’s designee in accordance with Section 3.58.2, the following shall apply:

3.58.1 
If the %PLS of the delivered seed is less than the offered %PLS (as computed from the percent purity and germination offered by the awarded vendor(s) in the pricing schedule), but is still within the acceptable tolerance shown below, the State of Nevada will accept the seed and make payment at the unit price quoted in the pricing schedule.

If the %PLS of the delivered seed is less than the offered %PLS, and is also below the acceptable tolerance, the State of Nevada, at its option, may elect to reject the seed and require the awarded vendor(s) to replace the lot of seed rejected with seed meeting the offered %PLS, or accept the seed and pay the vendor at a reduced unit price computed as follows:

Such payment at a reduced unit price shall be the full compensation due and payable to the vendor for seed accepted under this condition.

All seed delivered under this contract will be allowed ten (10) tolerance percentage points.
3.60
The first tests of seed delivered that indicate the %PLS is below the first tests of seed delivered indicate that the %PLS is below the %PLS offered and is also below the acceptable tolerance, the State of Nevada will immediately request a second series of tests on a new sample unless it is mutually agreed between the vendor and the State of Nevada to base acceptance and payment on one test only.

If a second test is done, the first laboratory will be used to retest, results of the first and second tests will then be averaged for the purposes of final acceptance or rejection, as well as for payment, unless it is apparent that one of the tests is erroneous.  One of the tests will be considered erroneous when the computed %PLS if the test varies by ten (10) percentage points or more from the computed %PLS in the prior test.  A third test will be requested by the State of Nevada at State of Nevada expense.  The two tests with the closest results will be averaged for the purpose of acceptance or rejection as well as for payment.

If the first two tests vary by more than ten (10) percentage points and the vendor is in disagreement with the results obtained by the State of Nevada’s tests, permission will be given for one more test, to be obtained at the awarded vendor’s expense.  If a third test is requested by the vendor due to vendor’s disagreement with the first two test results, the third test will be done by Nevada Department of Agriculture Seed Lab. All three tests results will then be averaged for the purpose of final acceptance or rejection as well as for payment.  In no event shall there be more than three (3) tests made on any lot of seed.

If there is an urgent need by the State of Nevada for use of the delivered seed before second or third test results are received, the State of Nevada will be allowed to use the seed.  Acceptance and payment for all seed will be based on completed as well as pending test results in accordance with Section 3.58.2.

If seed delivered under this contract is rejected, the vendor must promptly replace such seed (in no event more than ten (10) calendar days) and remove or cause to be removed the rejected seed.  All freight/delivery charges in connection with seed that is rejected will be borne by the vendor.  If the rejected seed is not removed from the State of Nevada’s warehouse or other delivery point within ten (10) calendar days from the date of receipt of notice of rejection, the State of Nevada may elect to charge the awarded vendor storage costs or may arrange for the seed to be shipped to the awarded vendor C.O.D.  If storage costs are charged, they will be based on commercial rates for

the area involved and will be deducted from payments otherwise due the vendor, for each day exceeding the ten (10) days until the seed is removed.

Seed Charges
Charges for seed will be based on Nevada Division of Forestry Seed Bank quotes and their administrative fee of 10% for all Agencies.  All seed purchases will have a current (no older than 12 months) seed test certificate.  Any fees for additional testing requested by the using Agency will be charged to that Agency.

The permissible variation shall be limited to zero percent (0%) increase; zero (0%) decrease.  This shall apply to all items.

The awarded vendor(s) is responsible for the delivery of each item quantity within allowable variations, if any.  If the vendor delivers and the State of Nevada receives quantities of any items in excess of the quantity ordered, such excess quantities will be treated as being delivered for the convenience of the vendor.  The State of Nevada may retain such excess quantities up to $250 in value without compensating the vendor therefore, and the vendor waives all right, title or interests therein.
