3. REQUEST FOR QUALIFICATIONS
3.1  RFQ PROCESS

3.2.1 All fuel supplied through this contract must comply with applicable governmental
and industry standards and specifications in accordance with NRS and NAC
Chapter 590. Al fuel grades supplied by Flyers Energy, LLC meet the Federal
and State fuel requirements.

3.2.2 Vendor must be a Certified Carrier in full compliance with the Nevada
Transportation Authority per NAC 706, and be able to provide a copy of
Certification along with other appropriate licenses and documentation required
when transporting certain fuels under NRS 365.530. Use of common carriers will
be allowed as long as they are in full compliance as stated above. IFlyers Energy,
LLC is a Certified Carrier with the Nevada Transportation Authority. (SCAC
is FYTP).

3.2.3 Vendors must submit a Bill of Lading and Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDS), as
defined and prescribed in 29 C.F.R., Section 1910.1200 to each using agency.
