CU YD —cubic yard
CFL - compact fluorescent lights

Can we get a better description of the Flam Gas and Non Flam gas- these are usually priced by the
content and by the cylinder- can we update form to include better description for pricing?

The flammable gases the NVARGN typically has are acetylene, aerosols, and diesel engine
starting fluid. These will be small cylinders for the diesel engine waste and welding sized tanks

for the acetylene. A few diesel engine cylinders are shipped each year. Acetylene tanks have not been
disposed of in quite a while.

Non-flammable gases will be small cylinders of calibration gases and occasionally refrigerant gases.

On the corrosive are these inorganic or organic acids

The corrosives can be both inorganic and organic acids, Muriatic, sulfuric mostly, but there  are
some inorganic acids used at the facilities as well.

On the price sheet some of the units do not apply can we place NA in those? Or can we add the correct
unit for instance if it is solids we would use per ton instead of per gallon

Please use NA if NA applies or per pound/ton for solids.

On the Contaminated soil should we assume metal contamination? Pricing will vary depending on the
type of contamination and may require different treatment method and different pricing.

Any contaminated soils encountered at NVARNG sites will be from diesel or POL spills. They have
always been shipped as non-hazardous.

PROJECT OVERVIEW

The State of Nevada Purchasing Division is seeking proposals from qualified vendors on behalf of
The Office of the Military, Nevada Army National Guard (NVARNG), Construction Facility
Management Office, to provide Hazardous Waste Transportation and Disposal Services.

The Office of the Military, Nevada Army National Guard, and Construction Facility Management
Office may award more than one contract in conjunction with this RFP, as determined in the best
interests of the State. It is the intention of the State to award contract(s) on a statewide basis;
however, proposals may be considered regionally (Northern, Southern, Rural). Vendor’s proposal
shall identify the geographic region(s) in which services are being offered.

The Office of the Military, Nevada Army National Guard, and the Construction Facility
Management Office shall administer contract(s) resulting from this RFP. The resulting contract(s)
shall be for an initial contract term of two (2) years, anticipated to begin February 2018, subject to
Board of Examiners approval, with an option to renew for two (2) additional years, if agreed upon
by both parties and in the best interests of the State.

1.1  GOALS AND OBJECTIVES

The Office of the Military, Nevada Army National Guard, and the Construction Facility
Management Office are requesting proposals for Hazardous Waste Transportation and Disposal
Services. The NVARNG currently operates thirteen facilities within the State of Nevada, all of
which are currently classified as Conditionally Exempt Small Quantity/Very Small Quantity
Generators (CESQG/VSQG).

SCOPE OF WORK

2.1  Provide the NVARNG with Hazardous Waste Transportation and Disposal Services,
including, but not limited to: manifesting, transportation, labeling, documentation, reporting,
treatment, disposal, and recycling of materials generated by NVARNG facilities throughout
the State.

2.2 Waste profiles for commonly generated materials;

Each of Clean Harbors TSDFs operates under the requirements of a Waste Analysis Plan. The Plan is a
condition of the facility’s operating permit, and sets forth the technical specifications that must be
followed prior to acceptance of any waste materials. These steps include, but are not limited to,
sampling, analyzing and documenting the waste constituents in every container of waste that is brought
into the TSDF, prior to its acceptance for processing. Quality control procedures require that the actual
composition of the waste conform in all material respects with the pre-approved Waste Profile Sheet,
which has been executed by the generator.

Company Overview

Clean Harbors is the leading provider of environmental, energy and industrial services throughout North
America. The Company serves a diverse customer base, including a majority of the Fortune 500
companies, thousands of smaller private entities and numerous federal, state, provincial and local
governmental agencies. Through its Safety-Kleen subsidiary, Clean Harbors also is a premier provider of
used oil recycling and re-refining, parts cleaning and environmental services for the small quantity
generator market.

Within Clean Harbors Environmental Services, the Company offers Technical Services and Field
Services. Technical Services provide a broad range of hazardous material management and disposal
services including the collection, packaging, transportation, recycling, treatment and disposal of
hazardous and non-hazardous waste. Field Services provide a wide variety of environmental cleanup
services on customer sites or other locations on a scheduled or emergency response basis.

Within Clean Harbors Energy and Industrial Services, the Company offers Industrial Services and Oil &
Gas Field Services. Industrial Services provide industrial and specialty services, such as high-pressure
and chemical cleaning, catalyst handling, decoking, material processing and industrial lodging services
to refineries, chemical plants, pulp and paper mills, and other industrial facilities.

The
Company owns and operates over 50 waste management facilities offering a wide range of disposal
options including incineration, wastewater treatment, and landfill, recycling and specialty disposal
services. Clean Harbors is the largest hazardous waste disposal company and the largest re-refiner of
used oil into base and blended lube oils in North America.
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Services Overview

Technical Services

These services involve the collection, transport, treatment and disposal of hazardous and non-hazardous
wastes, and include resource recovery, physical treatment, fuels blending, incineration, landfill disposal,
wastewater treatment, lab chemical disposal, explosives management, and CleanPack® services. Our
CleanPack services include the collection, identification and categorization, specialized packaging,
transportation and disposal of laboratory chemicals and household hazardous wastes. Our technical
services are provided through a network of service centers from which a fleet of trucks are dispatched to
pick up customers' waste either on a predetermined schedule or on-demand, and to deliver the waste to
permitted facilities, which are usually Company-owned. Our service centers can also dispatch chemists to
a customer location for the collection of chemical and laboratory waste for disposal.

Collection, Transportation and Logistics Management. As an integral part of our services, we collect
industrial wastes from customers and transport such wastes to and between our facilities for treatment or
bulking for shipment to final disposal locations. Customers typically accumulate waste in containers, such
as 55 gallon drums, bulk storage tanks or 20 cubic yard roll-off containers. In providing this service, we
utilize a variety of specially designed and constructed tank trucks and semitrailers as well as third-party
transporters, including railroads.
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Treatment and Disposal. We recycle, treat and dispose of hazardous and non-hazardous industrial
wastes. The wastes handled include substances which are classified as "hazardous" because of their
corrosive, ignitable, infectious, reactive or toxic properties, and other substances subject to federal, state
and provincial environmental regulation. We provide final treatment and disposal services designed to
manage wastes which cannot be otherwise economically recycled or reused. The wastes we handle come
in solid, sludge, liquid and gas form.

We operate a network of TSDFs that collect, temporarily store and/or consolidate compatible waste
streams for more efficient transportation to final recycling, treatment or disposal destinations. These
facilities hold special permits, such as Part B permits under the Resource Conservation and Recovery Act
("RCRA") in the United States, which allows them to process waste through various technologies
including recycling, incineration, and landfill and wastewater treatment.

Resource Recovery and Fuels Blending. We operate recycling systems for the reclamation and reuse of
certain wastes, particularly solvent-based wastes generated by industrial cleaning operations, metal
finishing and other manufacturing processes. Resource recovery involves the treatment of wastes using
various methods, which effectively remove contaminants from the original material to restore its fitness
for its intended purpose and to reduce the volume of waste requiring disposal.

Spent solvents that can be recycled are processed through fractional distillation, thin film evaporation
and other processes and are recovered into usable products. Upon recovery of these products, we either
return the recovered solvents to the original generator or sell them to third parties. Organic liquids and
solids with sufficient heat value are blended to meet strict specifications for use as supplemental fuels for
incinerators, cement kilns, industrial furnaces and other high efficiency boilers.

We have installed fuels blending equipment at some TSDFs to prepare these supplemental fuels. When
possible, we burn fuel blended material at our incinerators. Otherwise, we send the fuel blended material
to supplemental fuel users that are licensed to accept the blended fuel material. Although we pay a fee to
the users that accept this product, this disposal method is substantially less costly than other disposal
methods.

We also operate a recycling facility that recycles refinery waste and spent catalyst. The recycled oil and
recycled catalyst are sold to third parties.

Incineration. Clean Harbors is the industry's leading provider of high-tech, high-temperature
incineration destruction of hazardous and industrial waste. Broad permit capabilities and high
throughputs deliver maximum convenience and efficiency to customers. Incineration is the preferred
method for the treatment of organic hazardous waste, because it effectively destroys the contaminants at
high temperatures. High temperature incineration effectively eliminates organic wastes such as
herbicides, halogenated solvents, pesticides, and pharmaceutical and refinery wastes, regardless of
whether they are gases, liquids, sludge or solids. Federal and state incineration regulations require a
destruction and removal efficiency of 99.99% for most organic wastes and 99.9999% for polychlorinated
biphenyls ("PCBs") and dioxins.

As of December 31, 2012, we had five active incineration facilities that offer a wide range of
technological capabilities to customers through this network. In the United States, we operate a fluidized
bed thermal oxidation unit for maximum destruction efficiency of hazardous waste with an estimated
annual capacity of 58,808 tons and three solids and liquids capable incineration facilities with a
combined estimated annual capacity of 327,400 tons. We also operate one hazardous waste liquid
injection incinerator in Canada with total annual capacity of approximately 94,000 tons.
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Our incineration facilities in Kimball, Nebraska, Deer Park, Texas, El Dorado, Arkansas and Aragonite,
Utah are designed to process liquid organic wastes, sludge, solids, soil and debris. Our Deer Park facility
has two kilns and a rotary reactor. Our El Dorado incineration facility specializes in the treatment of
bulk and containerized hazardous liquids, solids and sludge through two rotary kilns. Our incineration
facilities in Kimball and Deer Park have on-site landfills for the disposal of ash produced as a result of
the incineration process.

Our incineration facilities in Mercier, Quebec and Lambton, Ontario are liquid injection incinerators,
designed primarily for the destruction of liquid organic wastes. Typical waste streams include wastewater
with low levels of organics and other higher concentration organic liquid wastes not amenable to
conventional physical or chemical waste treatment.

Landfills. Landfills are used primarily for the disposal of inorganic wastes. In the United States and
Canada, we operate nine commercial landfills. Seven of our commercial landfills are designed and
permitted for the disposal of hazardous wastes and two of our landfills are operated for non-hazardous
industrial waste disposal and, to a lesser extent, municipal solid waste. In addition to our commercial
landfills, we also own and operate two non-commercial landfills that only accept waste from our on-site
incinerators. Of our seven commercial landfills used for disposal of hazardous waste, five are located in
the United States and two are located in Canada.

Our non-hazardous landfill facilities are permitted to accept commercial industrial waste, including
wastes from foundries, demolition and construction, machine shops, automobile manufacturing, printing,
metal fabrications and recycling. Many of our landfills perform physical treatment of waste prior to final
disposal. Physical treatment methods include separation and stabilization. These methods are used to
reduce the volume or toxicity of waste material.

Wastewater Treatment. We operate seven wastewater treatment facilities that offer a range of wastewater
treatment technologies. These wastewater treatment operations involve processing hazardous and non-
hazardous wastes through the use of physical and chemical treatment methods. Our wastewater treatment
facilities treat a broad range of industrial liquid and semi-liquid wastes containing heavy metals,
organics and suspended solids.

Safety-Kleen Services

Through our Safety-Kleen subsidiary, acquired in December 2012, we provide a range of
environmentally-responsible products and services including used oil recycling and re-refining, parts
cleaning and environmental solutions.

Kleen Performance Products. We collect used oil from sources including automobile and truck dealers,
automotive garages, oil change outlets, fleet service locations, and industrial plants, and process or re-
refine in our two oil re-refining facilities a portion of the collected used oil into a variety of products,
including base and blended lubricating oils. We then sell a portion of our base oils to other producers of
blended lubricating oils as a "green” alternative to base oil produced from virgin crude oil. These
producers are then able to offer products to their customers that are made from a sustainable and
environmentally friendly source. We formulate the remainder of our base oils into blended lubricating
oils by adding performance additives in accordance with our proprietary formulations and American
Petroleum Institute licenses. We then either sell the finished products to customers, which resell under
private labels, or directly under our own branded EcoPower label.
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Environmental Services. We offer a range of environmental services and the sale of complementary
products to diverse range of customers including automobile repair stations, car and truck dealers,
engine repair shops, fleet maintenance shops and other automotive, retail and industrial customers.

We are the largest provider of parts cleaning services in North America, providing specially designed
parts washers at our customers' premises and then, on a recurring basis, deliver clean solvent or
aqueous-based washing fluid, clean and service the parts washers, and remove the used solvent or
aqueous fluid.

Technical Services

Our Technical Services division provides the pickup and transportation of containerized and bulk
wastes, as well as categorizing, packaging and removing laboratory chemicals for disposal.
Through a network of Technical Service Centers, trucks are typically dispatched on
predetermined “milkrun” schedules to pick waste up from customer locations for delivery to a
Clean Harbors Transfer, Storage and Disposal Facility (Transportation & Disposal, a.k.a. T&D).
The Technical Service Centers also dispatches chemists who go to customer locations to
categorize, package and remove various sized laboratory chemicals for disposal (CleanPack®).

CleanPack® Laboratory Chemical Management Services

Clean Harbors provides specialized handling, packaging, transportation and disposal of
laboratory quantities of hazardous chemicals and household hazardous wastes. CleanPack
chemists utilize the company’s proprietary waste management software system to support the lab
pack services and complete the regulatory information required for every pick-up.

Clean Harbors’ CleanPack Teams’ responsibilities are to properly categorize and separate the
waste according to Department of Transportation chemical compatibility guidelines (49 CFR
173.12), State compatibility regulations and ultimate disposal facility packaging protocol.

Typical emergency responses can include manhole responses, punctured lines, tank overflows,
and saddle tank spills. On a major and catastrophic scale, we handle tanker truck rollovers, ship
groundings, and facility releases. Working under all local, state, provincial and federal agency
guidelines (EPA, OSHA, USCQG, etc.), typical emergency response actions coordinate multiple
services including containment and control procedures, analytical testing and assessment,
neutralization and treatment, and collection and transportation of the waste substances to an
appropriate treatment or disposal facility.

Electronically submitted profiles will
be approved at no charge.

2. All approved (“Approved”) waste streams are coded with Clean Harbors’ Waste
Classification Codes, which define the specifications for drummed, containerized and bulked
wastes. Wastes that are received not conforming to these specifications may be subject to
additional costs. A completed waste profile sheet, sample, representative analysis or MSDS
must be submitted prior to approval and scheduling.

3. Clean Harbors supports many invoice delivery options (E-mail, Electronic Invoicing, EDI,
Etc.). Pricing is based on Clean Harbors’ standard invoice delivery method of E-mail. If
another delivery method is required there could be an additional service fee per invoice. Any
alternate delivery methods must be reviewed and approved by Clean Harbors prior to
acceptance and implementation.

1) All labor, equipment, materials and services outlined in this Schedule of Rates will be invoiced at the rates listed, regardless of
Clean Harbors' method of acquisition. Any items not described in this Schedule of Rates which are acquired by Clean Harbors
shall be invoiced at Clean Harbors' cost plus a markup of thirty-five percent (35%). (Unless otherwise specified, these rates are
not valid for response to Infectious Agents/Biologicals.) The Schedule of Rates includes the cost of Clean Harbors’ basic medical
monitoring program. Any special medical monitoring required by the client or the nature of the work will be added to the project
scope and the client will invoiced at cost plus a markup listed above.

2) Lodging and subsistence for Clean Harbors personnel and our subcontractors in the field are included in a per diem charge per
person per day when working more than 30 miles from the employee's normal operations center and when overnight
accommodations are required. The rate is outlined in the labor section of this document. When overnight accommodations are
not required but work exceeds 12 hours, $40.00 per day per person may apply to cover meals and incidentals.

3) At its sole discretion, Clean Harbors will determine the level of protection required for each project. Level A, B, C or D personal
protection and safety packages will be invoiced at the rates shown in the Schedule of Rates.

4) Clean Harbors' personnel and equipment will be charged portal-to-portal (mobilization and demobilization included). Services
provided prior, during and/or subsequent to actual project site activities will also be charged at the Hourly Rate. This includes, but
is not limited to, time taken by personnel to decontaminate and re-don protective clothing and equipment that is billed as part of
the project.

5) Clean Harbors' normal employee workday is 7:00 am to 3:30 pm, Monday through Friday. Other work hours must be agreed to in
writing in advance. No more than eight (8) hours of straight time will be billed for one person for one day. All time will be based
upon a 24 hour day.

6) All hours worked in excess of eight (8) hours in the normal workday, as described above, as well as all hours worked all day
Saturday are considered overtime and will be billed at 1.5 times the applicable straight time rate for all billable personnel.

7) Sunday and Holidays are considered premium time and will be billed at 2.0 times the applicable straight time rate for all billable
personnel. Holidays are the legally observed United States Federal Holidays plus the day after Thanksgiving. When local laws or
regulations recognize additional holidays or when local laws or regulations define premium hours in excess of this definition, Clean
Harbors will invoice in accordance with local laws or regulations.

8) All emergency call-outs (i.e., less than 24-hour notice) will be subject to a minimum four (4) hour response charge or $2000.00
minimum charge, whichever is greater. Minimum charges do not apply to Transportation and Disposal.

9) Charges for Safety Plans are assessed on all projects involving OSHA regulated substances or when required by the Customer or
other Agency. In some instances a Site Safety Officer charge will apply per hour to create and administer the Safety Plan.

10) A variable Energy and Security Recovery Fee (that fluctuates with the DOE national average diesel price), will be applied to the
total invoice, excluding sales tax.

11)  Unless specifically notated, these rates do not apply to any projects with Prevailing Wage requirements. Any Prevailing Wage
rates will be negotiated on a case-by-case basis.

12)  Equipment billed on an hourly basis will be billed a minimum of four hours upon activation. For equipment with only Daily Rates, a
day will be charged up to 12 hours.
